
 

All of Us Can Give The Gift of Hope in 2012 
 

“So Christ himself gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the pastors, 

and teachers, to equip His people for works of service so that the body of Christ 

may be built up.”  

Ephesians 4: 11& 12)   

 

In the above text Paul speaks of wonderful gifts that are given to the church to 

assist in building up the body of Christ. 

 

It is the Holy Spirit that is given the charge to lead a church.  It is the 

Holy Spirit who is to direct and guide the church in the way that God would have 

it go.  However, no community of believers can exist without human leadership, 

so God gave the gift of pastors to lead the body of Christ under the guidance of 

the Spirit.

face.  One good resolution for each of us would be to resolve to take our spiritual 

vitamins every day.  What??? You didn’t know there were spiritual vitamins?

Vitamins Anyone?

It’s still early when the alarm goes off, signaling the start of another day. 

 

At age 52, I’ve settled into a daily routine.  Once out of bed, it’s into the bathroom 

to shave and shower. (A friend of mine calls this his “15 minutes to get back to 

normal.”)  While brushing my teeth, I glance at my reflection in the mirror and 

wonder what the people I come across today will see.  Will they see just another 

person or, will they see Jesus in me. 

 

After making my bed and getting dressed, I head downstairs for breakfast.  As I 

reach into the cupboards for the cereal, and get the milk from the fridge, I am re-

minded that proper nutrients are important in a healthy daily life.  So, I reach for 

my vitamins:  Vitamin C for my immune system; vitamin D for my skin, A for the 

folic acid, and a multi to fill in for nutrients normally missing from processed 

foods. 

 

Ok, let’s see:  Showered, shaved, and dressed.  Check.  Breakfast.  Check. Vita-

mins. Check.  I’m ready to start my day.  Or, am I? 

 

God calls me to take a different dose of daily vitamins.  He prescribes Vitamin F 

for Fellowship.  Hebrews 10:25 encourages us to “meet together, to encourage one 

another.” 

Then, he calls for Vitamin E for Effort in Colossians. 3:23, which says, “Whatever 

we do, do it with all our hearts, as to the Lord.”  In the vitamin mix is P for Protec-

tion.  In Ephesians 6:11, we are called to “Put on the full armor of God so we can 

stand against the devil’s schemes.”  God also gives us Vitamin L for Love.  First 

Corinthians 13:4-8 says, “Love is patient, love is kind, love does not boast, love is 

not proud.  Love is not rude, love is not self-seeking, love is not easily angered, 

love keeps no record of wrongs.  Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the 

truth.  Love always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perse-

veres.”  (That’s a lot of Vitamin L!)  There is also Vitamin T for Trust, which God 

prescribes for a healthy heart.  John 14:1 states, “Do not let your heart be troubled, 

trust in God, trust also in Me.” 

 

The last vitamin God gives us is closest to His own heart.  Vitamin C for Commun-

ion.  God longs for us to have communion with Him.  Matthew 11:28 reveals 

God’s desire for our company, when He says, “Come to me, all you who are wea-

ry, and I will give you rest.”  Wow!  What a vitamin! 

 

As I spend time in my Bible during daily devotions and as I speak with God, I am 

reminded that communion with God is “coming in union” with God.  That’s a vita-

min I can’t afford to skip.
